What is a State Natural Area?

State Natural Areas (SNAs) protect

outstanding examples of Wisconsin's

native landscape, significant geological
formations and archeological sites. The
designation was made cooperatively with
Rock County and the Wisconsin

Department of Natural Resources. The

land management is also a cooperative

STATE venture.

AREAS Wisconsin’s more than 600 SNAs

encompass over 330,000 acres. SNAs are important for research
and education, the preservation of genetic and biological
diversity, and providing benchmarks for determining the
impact of use on managed lands. They also provide some of the
last refuges for rare plants and animals. More than 90% of the
plants and 75% of the animals on Wisconsin's list of endangered
and threatened species are protected in SNAs.

Why was Magnolia Bluff Chosen?
One of the reasons that Magnolia Bluff County Park was

designated is because of its unique landscape. The topography
is quite different than the surrounding area. The limestone and
sandstone bluff marks the second ' g
highest point in Rock County.
Magnolia Bluff County Park
contains a significant population of !
remnant savanna plant species,
including the state threatened
kitten tails. The park also contains
old growth trees and a variety of
native forest floor plant species.

Natural Resource Land Management:

Land management plans outline specific restoration work to

complete; Magnolia Bluff’s plan includes:

e Invasive species removal, specifically buckthorn, multiflora
rose, garlic mustard, sweet clover and spotted knapweed.

e Controlled burns in the oak savanna restoration area.

e Restore the kitten tails area to a short grass savanna. Seeds
will be collected from this site and from surrounding SNAs.

e Trail maintenance to County Park standards.

1dentified by its flat oval leaves and yellow
flowers. A small population can be found on the
west outlook of Magnolia Bluff County Park.
This part of the park will be undergoing
restoration, starting in 2011... so watch for an
expanded short grass savanna area.

How the SNA Affects Park Users
Park users should always treat the natural
community with respect. Now that Magnolia
Bluff is designated as a SNA, it is even more important. Please

observe the following:

e Stay on marked trails that are designated for your use.
e Do not use trail shortcuts.

e Do not collect flowers, plants or animals.

e Do not pull bark off of, cut, or otherwise damage trees.
e  Observe wildlife from a distance and do not follow or

approach animals. Do not feed wildlife.
e Do not litter, place all trash in dumpsters.
e Horses and dogs are not allowed in picnic areas.
e Dogs must be on a 6 foot leash at all times.
